THE BLITZ
•	 The Blitzes will be run strictly in accordance with the IRFU Mini Rugby Festival Guidelines

•	 It will involve a maximum of 80 Teams from all parts of Ireland, and hopefully some Teams from the U.K. 
and mainland Europe participating in the Blitzes during the afternoon with each Squad playing 
4 matches of 7½ minutes per half. 

•	 The Rugby will be finished by 6.30pm.

•	 Once the Rugby finishes, the pitches will be cordoned off into  
the individual camping areas for each team.

•	 Well before the Event, we will provide you with an advice sheet on 
Camping Out overnight.

•	 We provide the camping area – You must bring your own tents & camping equipment.

•	 Each Club / Team will be responsible for the supervision of their own children,  
i.e. having sufficient numbers of parents. We will insist on a MINIMUM of 4 Adults  
but all parents are welcome.

•	 The Scouting Ireland Code of Practice and Child Protection Policy will be implemented to ensure the 
welfare of all participants 
is safe- guarded.

•	 All COVID19 and other public health precautions 
that apply at the time of the event will be fully 
implemented.
